ENERGY SAVINGS PERFORMANCE CONTRACTING

SECTION I
GENERAL
1. SCOPE:  In accordance with the provisions of Texas Government Code, Chapter 2166.406, Energy Savings Performance Contracts, and Texas Government Code 2254, Subchapter A, Professional Services, and Rules and Procedures adopted by the Texas Facilities Commission (TFC). TFC is requesting submittal of qualifications to provide prime professional services from Energy Service Companies (ESCOs) that describe their capabilities to identify, assist with procuring financing, design, install, monitor, adjust, and train for a comprehensive utility conservation program.  For the purpose of this RFQ, “ESCO” refers to any entity that is qualified to provide a turnkey utility conservation program that includes the services listed in this request, and meets the requirements of the Attachment G, SECO Energy Saving Performance Contracting Guidelines for State Agencies.  Owner intends to select an ESCO to perform cost-effective utility conservation retrofits for the selected facilities indicated in Section II.
2. OWNER BACKGROUND: The Texas Facilities Commission’s state-owned property inventory consists of approximately 17.8 million square feet of office space, warehouse and service facilities, parking garages and surface lots located throughout the state.  The Commission provides property management, repair, renovation, routine and deferred maintenance services, and utility services for this inventory.  In the Austin and Travis County area, these holdings primarily reside within three campuses, the Capitol Complex, the North Austin Campus of Health and Human Service Agencies and the Park 35 Campus housing the Texas Commission on Environmental Quality.  A fourth substantial holding is the Hobby Towers Complex located at 328 Guadalupe Street in downtown Austin.
  
TFC’s Office of Energy Management (OEM) program is responsible for identifying and implementing strategies to reduce utility consumption in state-owned facilities within the Commission’s statewide inventory and by doing so, achieve energy and other utility savings while maintaining a healthy, comfortable working environment.  This project has been developed by OEM and will be managed by this division in collaboration with TFC’s Facilities Design & Construction project management program.  The project is intended to contribute to the State’s overall strategy to economically and responsibly control costs and consumption of resources including energy, water and natural gas utilities.
3. CONTRACT TERM: TFC intends to award a contract for full prime professional architectural/engineering (A/E) and energy savings performance contracting services for the term of the project. Services undertaken pursuant to this RFQ will be required to commence within ten (10) days of delivery of a Notice to Proceed.  The contract term for Construction is not to exceed one (1) year, and the contract term for payback is not to exceed twelve (12) years.
This contract is contingent upon the continued availability of funding. If funds become unavailable through lack of appropriations, legislative budget cuts, amendment of the Appropriations Act, state agency consolidations, or any other disruption of current appropriations, provisions of the Termination Article in the A/E Services Contract shall apply.
4. DEFINITIONS:
Addendum: A modification of the specifications issued by TFC.
Electronic State Business Daily (ESBD): the designated website where state agencies, universities, and municipalities post formal solicitations (over $25K), addenda to posted solicitations, and awards. The link to the ESBD is http://www.txsmartbuy.com/sp. 
Energy Savings Performance Contract (ESPC): A contract by which results (e.g., energy savings) are guaranteed by the Contractor to an Owner/Borrower. Although the term “energy savings” is used, this type of contract can also apply to water savings as well.
Energy Service Company (ESCO): is a business that enters into guaranteed savings contracts to provide a broad range of energy solutions including designs and implementation of energy savings projects, retrofitting, energy conservation, energy infrastructure outsourcing, power generation and energy supply, and risk management.
Good Faith Effort : Effort required by vendors when completing the HUB Subcontracting Plan, which demonstrates the respondent has completed one of the following methods for the planned subcontracting needs: A) Using strictly HUBs for all subcontracting needs, B) Meeting stated agency goal for HUB subcontracted needs using both HUBs and Non-HUB vendors, C) Performing “Traditional Good Faith Effort” of notifying two minority/women trade organizations and soliciting bids from three HUBs for each subcontracting opportunity, and allowing seven business days for response, or D) Self-Performing Contract (performing all work with own materials and labor).
HUB Subcontracting Plan (HSP): The Historically Underutilized Business (HUB) Subcontracting Plan (HSP) required by Chapter 2161 of the Texas Government Code (TGC) and by Title 34, Chapter 20, Subchapter B, §20.10- §20.28 of the Texas Administrative Code (TAC). Historically Underutilized Business (HUB) – A business who certified with the Comptroller of Public Accounts by meeting the following requirements: 51% owned by an Asian Pacific American, Black American, Hispanic American, Native American, American woman, and/or United States Veteran with a minimum 20% Disability rating; is an entity with its principal place of business in Texas; and has an owner residing in Texas with a proportionate interest that actively participates in the control, operations and management of the entity’s affairs.
Measurement and Verification (M & V): A method of confirming whether guaranteed savings are being met as specified under an Energy Savings Performance Contract. 
Owner: The Texas Facilities Commission.
Preliminary Utility Audit (PUA): A multi-paged document that describes in some detail selected Utility Cost Reduction Measures (UCRMs), along with their expected costs, savings, and paybacks.
Project Manager: The individual designated by the Owner authorized to represent the Owner during the performance of the contract.
State Energy Conservation Office (SECO): The state energy office that partners with Texas consumers, businesses, educators and local governments to reduce energy costs and maximize efficiency.
Utility Assessment Report (UAR): A detailed technical audit report which identifies and documents energy, water, and other cost saving measures.
Utility Cost Reduction Measures (UCRMs): Individual retrofit measures that are expected to reduce energy and water costs.
SECTION II
PROJECT DESCRIPTION
1. The selected ESCO will consider all utility and water consumption in the designated facilities for this conservation program. Additionally, Owner intends to upgrade outdated and obsolete building equipment and perform utility-related facility improvements through the program.  The contract may include installation of the following:
1.1.  Insulation of a building structure and systems within the building;

1.2.  Storm windows or doors, caulking or weather stripping, multi-glazed windows or doors, heat absorbing or heat reflective glazed and coated window or door systems, or other window or door system modifications that reduce energy consumption;

1.3.  Automatic energy control systems, including computer software and technical data licenses;

1.4.  Heating, ventilating, or air-conditioning system modifications or replacements that reduce energy or water consumption;

1.5.  Lighting fixtures that increase energy efficiency;

1.6.  Energy recovery systems;

1.7.  Electric systems improvements;

1.8.  Water-conserving fixtures, appliances, and equipment or the substitution of non-water-using fixtures, appliances, and equipment;

1.9.  Water-conserving landscape irrigation equipment;

1.10. Landscaping measures that reduce watering demands and capture and hold applied water and rainfall, including: landscape contouring, including the use of berms, swales, and terraces, and the use of soil amendments that increase the water-holding capacity of the soil, including compost;

1.11. Rainwater harvesting equipment and equipment to make use of water collected as part of a storm-water system installed for water quality control;

1.12. Equipment for recycling or reuse of water originating on the premises or from other sources, including treated municipal effluent;

1.13. Equipment needed to capture water from nonconventional, alternate sources, including air conditioning condensate or graywater, for nonpotable uses;

1.14. Metering equipment needed to segregate water use in order to identify water conservation opportunities or verify water savings; or

1.15. Other energy or water conservation-related improvements or equipment including improvements or equipment related to renewable energy or nonconventional water sources or water reuse.
2. Facilities to be included: 
2.1. Park 35 State Office Complex, Building A (Texas Commission on Environmental Quality) – 12100 N. IH 35 – 3 story, 191,889 Sq. Ft. office building.
2.2. Park 35 State Office Complex, Building B (Texas Commission on Environmental Quality) – 12124 N. IH 35 – 3 story, 50,569 Sq. Ft. office building.
2.3. Park 35 State Office Complex, Building C (Texas Commission on Environmental Quality) – 12124 N. IH 35 – 3 story, 78,888 Sq. Ft. office building.
2.4. Park 35 State Office Complex, Building D (Texas Commission on Environmental Quality) – 12118 N. IH 35 – 3 story, 52,906 Sq. Ft. office building.
2.5. Park 35 State Office Complex, Building E (Texas Commission on Environmental Quality) – 12118 N. IH 35 – 3 story, 46,330 Sq. Ft. office building.
2.6. Price Daniel, Sr. State Office Building – 209 W. 14th St., Austin – 9 story, 136,000 Sq. Ft. office building with basement.
2.7. Tom C. Clark State Office Building – 205 W. 14th St., Austin – 7 story, 102,000 Sq. Ft. office building with basement.
2.8. Supreme Court Building – 201 W. 14th St., Austin – 4 story, 70,000 Sq. Ft. judicial building with 2 story subterranean basement.
2.9. E. O. Thompson State Office Building – 920 Colorado St., Austin – 10 story, 68,000 Sq. Ft. office building.
3. Approximate cost for the aforementioned list of projects is estimated not to exceed five million dollars ($5,000,000).

SECTION III
SCOPE OF SERVICES
1. Part One - Preliminary Utility Audit: A Preliminary Utility Audit shall be provided, at no cost to the Owner, by the selected ESCO for the facilities listed in the Project Package.  The PUA will itemize the scope of energy saving projects for each individual facility. The itemized project scopes must include cost estimates with simple payback calculations. The cost estimates must include all potential itemized project costs including, but not limited to, design, construction, testing, commissioning, project management, third party design review, third party M & V and review, contingencies, profit, and financing costs.  TFC will review the PUA report and select the proposed projects from the submitted list for the scope of the project. 
2. Part Two - Loan Application, and Utility Assessment Report Preparation:    A/E services shall be offered with the understanding of full compliance with non-discrimination requirements of the State of Texas.  The ESCO will assist TFC in securing a Texas LoanSTAR (Saving Taxes and Resources) Revolving Loan.  The ESCO can propose alternative funding sources for TFC’s evaluation, but the preferred funding source is the SECO LoanSTAR Program.  After TFC’s application is selected for funding the ESCO shall provide the UAR to secure the loan.  The UAR Proposal shall include a UAR detail report, a Measurement & Verification Plan, an Implementation Plan, and a sample Periodic Utility Savings Report.  The UAR shall be reviewed and updated by SECO, TFC, and a third party engineer.
3. Part Three - Contract and Project Funding: TFC and the funding source shall sign a contract for the loan after TFC and SECO’s mutual acceptance of the UAR.  With funding committed, the contract between TFC and the ESCO will be executed.  Prior to entering into a contract, the ESCO shall provide payment and performance bonds.  The guaranteed savings in the contract shall at a minimum pay for all expenses associated with the execution of the project, employing the ESCO, and all other costs related to third party reviews and measurement & verification.
4. Part Four - Implementation (Retrofit, Commissioning & Training): Upon SECO’s review and TFC’s acceptance of the UAR, the ESCO shall be given a notice to proceed with the design phase. The ESCO will complete the design under the supervision of TFC, and TFC’s designated review agent.  After the design phase is completed, TFC will review and approve the design documents. TFC will issue a written Notice to Proceed for the implementation of all approved UCRMs specified for the Project with a construction schedule approved by TFC.  All construction and commissioning activities will be coordinated with the Owner’s Project Manager.  Sufficient training will be provided by the ESCO for building maintenance personnel and occupants to successfully operate all UCRMs at maximum efficiency.     

5. Part Five – Post Construction Monitoring, Adjusting, and Reviewing of Savings: For the duration of the contract the ESCO will monitor and adjust, as required, all UCRMs implemented during the Project.  The Owner retains the right, at the Owner’s discretion, during this phase to discontinue services relieving the ESCO of liability in respect to future savings guarantees.

6. Part Six – Third Party Oversight: TFC will employ an independent third party engineer to review the ESCO’s performance during the performance of the project including, but not limited to, review of the PUA, the UAR, and the design, and on-going measurement and verification of the cost savings resulting from the implemented UCRMs. The ESCO shall cooperate and assist the third party engineer to conduct the necessary measurement and verification activities. The cost for the third party engineer must be included in the project cost.

3.1. General: Respondents shall submit one (1) original and three (3) copies of the submittal. Provide one (1) separate copy of the Attachment C, HUB Subcontracting Plan.  Additionally, respondent shall provide a formatted CD, or USB flash memory drive, containing a complete copy of the vendor’s response to this RFQ. The format shall be Adobe Acrobat version 9.0 or higher. Pages should be numbered and contain an organized, paginated table of contents corresponding to the section and pages of the submittal. Respondents to this RFQ are responsible for all costs of submittal preparation and delivery.

3.2. Content:  Below is a summary of required information.  TFC reserves the right, in its sole judgment and discretion, to waive minor technicalities and errors in the best interest of the State.  The Attachment A, Execution of Submittal, the Attachment B, Performance Contractor Qualifications Form and the Attachment C, HUB Subcontracting Plan, shall be returned; failure to do so shall result in disqualification.

3.2.2.1. Relevant Experience:
3.2.2.1.1. Complete and submit the Attachment B, Performance Contractor Qualifications Form. The form is posted as “Package #2” on the Electric State Business Daily. 
3.2.2.1.2. Particularly indicate your firm’s experience with the following:
3.2.2.1.2.1. Experience with implementing similar utility conservation projects on a performance contracting basis.

3.2.2.1.2.2. Experience with the full range of responsibilities contemplated for this project (e.g., identification and analysis of UCRMs, design, installation, operation, training, financing, savings verification, etc.)

3.2.2.1.2.3. Performance on prior projects, including data on projecting, achieving monitoring and documenting (measurement and verification) of utility and operational savings in order to ascertain accuracy of projections.
3.2.2.1.3. Provide a reference and summary for three to five (3 to 5) projects, implemented over the past five (5) years in Texas or its contiguous states.  Include one complete, separate, project experience summary for each project containing the project cost, term of the contract, savings guarantee, description of improvements, contact name and phone number.  
The reference must be for the ESCO as a company, and not a reference for an individual.
Provide a summary of experience taking responsibility for the full range of roles contemplated for this project including identification and analysis of energy conservation measures, design, installation, operation, maintenance, training, financing, savings and verification of applicable utility rebates.
3.2.2.1.4. TFC will also consider the relevant experience and qualifications of subcontractors listed on the Attachment C, HUB Subcontracting Plan, particularly those performing 15% or more of the project.  Provide any additional subconsultant information as appropriate, and include your history working together on projects.

3.2.2.2. Minimum Qualifications:
3.2.2.2.1. Out of State vendors doing business in Texas shall have a Certificate of Authority to do business in Texas. A copy of the certificate shall be submitted with the submittal.
3.2.2.2.2. Company Location: Identify the location of your company’s office that will directly support the Project.  If the office location is not within the immediate location of the Project, explain how cost effective responsive service will be provided.
3.2.2.2.3. Demonstrate that the respondent has successfully been in business, or the principals shall have had ownership/executive management in a previous company with comparable type experience, for the services solicited in the RFQ.
3.2.2.2.4. Demonstrate Company’s or Individuals’ relevant experience to the type of work solicited in the RFQ. 
3.2.2.2.5. Names of top management and key employees and each person’s duties. Include the background and experience of these key employees.
3.2.2.2.6. Provide an Organizational Chart with roles and responsibilities of key individuals assigned to support the project.
3.2.2.2.7. Negative responses and experiences from state client agencies, regulatory agencies, and TFC, which are familiar with firm’s performance, depending on problems encountered, may be grounds for disqualification.  
3.2.2.2.8. In accordance with Texas Occupations Code Title 6, Subchapter I § 1001.405. Practice by Business Entity; Registration, all Engineering firms submitting a response to this request for Qualifications must maintain current “business entity registration” with the Texas Board of Professional Engineers concurrent with their submission of said response and, if selected, through the term of the contract.  Provide a copy of your TBPE Certificate of Registration with your response.
3.2.2.2.9.  In accordance with Texas Administrative Code Title 22, Part 1, Chapter 1,     Subchapter G, Rule §1.124, Business Registration, all Architectural firms submitting a response to this Request for Qualifications must maintain current “business entity registration” with the Texas Board of Architectural Examiners concurrent with their submission of said response and, if selected, through the term of the contract.  Provide a copy of your TBAE Certificate of Registration with your response.
3.2.3. Methodology & Budget/Schedule Compliance:   <20 pts>
3.2.3.1. Proposed Methodology:   An outline of your firm’s process to implement the requirements of the RFQ Scope of Work into a finished project. Specifically, how will your firm approach and develop the various design challenges into one achievable, compliant and coherent project.  
This shall include, but not be limited to, the following:
3.2.3.1.1. Describe tools and practices used by your firm to identify and document potential energy/utility saving scopes of work during PUA and UAR phases.

3.2.3.1.2. List and briefly describe past experiences (if any) applying with SECO for LoanStar loans and/or application to other entities for loans, and resulting projects.

3.2.3.1.3. Describe the cost estimating process and tools your company uses and give examples.

3.2.3.1.4. What type of energy modeling tools your company uses and give examples.
3.2.3.1.5. Demonstrate how your design team ensures a high-quality work-product of drawings and specifications: clear, accurate, and coordinated.  
3.2.3.1.6. Describe your firm’s methodology incorporating Measurement and Verification (M&V) into design and construction activities (before, during, and after). 
3.2.3.1.7. In addition to brief written narratives, please feel free to use graphics and data to illustrate these processes.
3.2.3.2. Budget/Schedule Compliance:  Budget and Schedule compliance should be demonstrated using the Attachment B, Performance Contractor Qualifications Form:
3.2.3.2.1. For the five (5) most relevant projects completed within the last five years, respondent shall demonstrate experience in meeting completion date schedules by providing the original duration and final duration on these five projects. Provide appropriate explanation on the causation when a variance of 5% or more is experienced.
3.2.3.2.2. For the same five (5) most relevant projects completed within the last five years as above, respondent shall demonstrate experience in maintaining budgets by providing the awarded budget and the final completion budget. Provide appropriate explanation on the causation when a variance of 5% or more is experienced.
3.2.4. Quality Assurance / Quality Control:	<20 pts>
3.2.4.1. Provide a description of your firm’s quality assurance program. Provide the name and job title of the person in your organization who oversees your quality assurance program. TFC reserves the right to require a copy of your Quality Control Manual and Quality Assurance Processes, which, if contracted, will become a contract document. 
3.2.4.2. Vendor shall describe its quality requirements and means of measurement. Provide a process flow chart on how quality is maintained and achieved.
3.2.4.3. The respondent shall describe the firm’s policy regarding establishing quality control processes similar to ISO 9000 and other in-place controls for adherence to budget, quality, safety and schedule.
3.2.5. Litigation:	<P/F>
3.2.5.1. Provide details of all litigation history, including but not limited to administrative claims and proceedings and arbitration within the past five (5) years.
3.2.5.2. Respondents involved in litigation with owners or Architect/Engineer firms may be disqualified.
3.2.6. Attachment A, Execution of Submittal: Failure to sign and return the Execution of Submittal shall result in rejection of the response.
3.2.7. Addenda Acknowledgment: Receipt of all addenda to this RFQ should be acknowledged by returning a signed copy of each addendum signature page with the response.  Any amendment to this procurement solicitation will be posted as an addendum on the Electronic State Business Daily.  It is the responsibility of interested parties to periodically check the ESBD for updates to the solicitation prior to solicitation submittal. Respondent’s failure to periodically check the Electronic State Business Daily (ESBD) will in no way release the selected vendor from “addenda or additional information” resulting in additional costs to meet the requirements of the RFQ.
3.2.8. Attachment C, HUB Subcontracting Plan: Submittal Requirements: In accordance with the Texas Government Code (TGC), Sections 2161.181-182 and Title 34, Part 1, Chapter 20, Subchapter D, §20.281- §20.298 of the Texas Administrative Code (TAC), the TFC shall make a Good Faith Effort to utilize HUBs in contracts for general services, construction services, professional and consulting services, and commodities contracts. Failure to complete and return the Attachment C, HUB Subcontracting Plan shall result in rejection of the response. The purpose of the HUB Program is to promote full and equal business opportunities for all businesses in State contracting in accordance with the following HUB utilization goals as specified in 34 TAC § 20.284:
· 11.2% for heavy construction other than building contracts,
· 21.1% for all building construction,
· 32.9% for all special trade construction contracts,
· 23.7% for professional services contracts,
· 26.0% for all other services contracts, and
· 21.1% for commodities contracts
Statement of Probability: TFC has determined that subcontracting opportunities are probable in connection with this procurement Solicitation. Therefore, a HUB Subcontracting Plan (HSP) is required as a part of the Respondent's Proposal. The Respondent shall develop and administer a HSP as a part of the Respondent's Proposals.
3.2.8.1. As mandated by 34 TAC § 20.285 Respondents must submit an Attachment C, HUB Subcontracting Plan that identifies all subcontracting items and complies with good faith effort requirements of the Attachment C, HUB Subcontracting Plan, and in accordance with the Comptroller of Public Accounts HUB rules 34 TAC §20.285 (d)(1)(D)(iii). 
3.2.8.2. Pursuant to TGC § 2161.252(B), the Texas Facilities Commission shall reject any response that does not include a fully completed HSP. An incomplete HSP is considered a material failure to comply with the solicitation requirements.
3.2.8.3. The HSP shall become a provision of the contract between the awarded Respondent and TFC. The awarded Respondent can only change the HSP if (a) the Respondent complies with 34 TAC Section 20.285; (b) the Respondent provides its proposed changes to TFC for review; (c) TFC approves the Respondent’s proposed changes to its HSP; and (d) TFC and the Respondent amends their contract by submitting a revised HUB Subcontracting Plan containing the changes approved by TFC. 
3.2.8.4. If TFC determines that the Respondent failed to implement the HSP in good faith, TFC, in addition to any other remedies, may report nonperformance to the Texas Comptroller in accordance with 34 TAC, Section 20.285, (g) (5).
3.2.8.5. HUB subcontracting opportunities may be available in the following commodity class/item codes and descriptions: The list below contains the ‘Class’ (three-digit) and ‘Item’ (two-digit) codes of potential subcontracting trades for this solicitation. These codes are defined by the National Institute of Governmental Purchasing (NIGP). 4.6. The evaluation committee will determine if interviews/discussions are necessary.  Award of a contract may be made without interviews/discussions if in the best interest of the state.  The evaluation committee may determine that discussions are necessary to clarify or verify a written submittal.  TFC may, at its discretion, elect to have respondents provide oral presentations/interviews of their submittal.  Scoring of the interview shall replace the initial scoring of the submittal.
